Annual product safety survey 2008
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The following 164 dangerous Christmas toys, novelties, and other products were removed from store shelves in the
lead-up to Christmas 2008.

Fair Trading investigators found the dangerous items on sale across the state during their annual Christmas product
safety survey in October and November. All the unsafe products detected during the 2008 Christmas product survey
have been removed from sale.

The maximum penalties under the Fair Trading Act for supplying or selling unsafe consumer products are $22,000
for individuals, and $110,000 for corporations.

Division 8 - Fair Trading Regulation 2007

The Regulation restricts the supply of toys manufactured, designed, labelled or marketed for a child of an age less
than three years which have dangerous small parts which present an inhalation/ingestion hazard.

Division 14 — Fair Trading Regulation 2007

Toys that are capable of firing any projectile must comply with AS/NZS 1SO 8124.1:2002 Safety of Toys Part 1: Safety
aspects related to mechanical and physical properties. The law requires projectile toys to pass a kinetic energy test,
have a protective tip on projectiles that does not become detached, and to ensure that projectiles do not pose choking
or inhalation hazards. The law also prohibits projectile toys that are capable of discharging an improvised projectile
past a certain distance other than those supplied with the product.

Division 6 —Fair Trading Regulation 2007 .

This Regulation requires helmets for pedal cyclists to comply with Australian / New Zealand Standard, AS/NZS 2063-
1996 Pedal Cycle Helmets, or with the 1995 Standard for Protective Headgear for Use with Bicycles published by
the US Snell Memorial Foundation. With exceptions for certain types of helmets, AS/NZS 2063 has requirements for
construction, performance testing, marking and provision of instructions for use and care.

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Elastic luggage straps (1/1)

Division 13, Fair Trading Regulation 2007

Elastic luggage straps, excluding elasticised cargo nets and elasticised straps designed for securing a vehicle jack or
toolkit within a vehicle, require a clearly displayed permanently attached label stating;

“WARNING. Avoid eye injury. DO NOT overstretch. ALWAYS keep face and body out of recoil path. DO NOT use when
strap has visible signs of wear or damage.”

Each strap, including those sold in packets, must be individually labelled.

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Laser pointers (1/2)

Division 18 — Fair Trading Regulation 2007

The Regulation restricts the supply of certain laser pointers that can cause serious eye injury. The Regulation requires
suppliers of laser pointers to hold and produce a test report which shows the laser pointers are of a permitted
classification. Suppliers of the following laser pointers did not hold and were not able to produce suitable test reports.

The law prohibits the supply of products that imitate or resemble a baby’s dummy in appearance and size, unless
they comply with the requirements of the Australian Standard AS2342-1991 — Babies’ Dummies.

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Candle holders and decorations (1/1)

Fair Trading Act, Section 31 (1) Order

Any object intended to hold or decorate a candle, and which ignites and burns for five seconds or more is prohibited.
It also includes items used to decorate candleholders (e.g. candle rings) but does not include objects for holding or
decorating candles that are designed to be used in cakes, or designed to be hand held.

The supply of toys and novelties made of soft plastic or similar material, designed to be inflated, that contain loose
pellets or small particles of polystyrene or other similar material that are or may become accessible are prohibited

from sale.
